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The Texas Premier League (TXPL) is a regional soccer league that
works in conjunction with the Gulf Coast Premier League (GCPL)
to implement the success of the GCPL's regional league model
currently being replicated across the US. The TXPL will begin as
a 13-week summer competition, with a focus on featuring a mix
of collegiate players, top local players, and up-and-coming
academy talent in a pre-professional environment. In addition
to the efforts on the field, the TXPL provides development and
growth opportunities for coaches, staff and community
engagement, while offering resources to assist clubs in growing
the culture of the game, driving their club's success to attain
the next level of their journey.

The Texas Premier League (TXPL) is a non-profit corporation
with the purpose to promote, foster and develop the game of
soccer through high levels of amateur athletic competition in
the State of Texas.




The Texas Premier League (TXPL) will consist of
four conferences, Central, North, South and West,
with each conference capped at 6 teams total.

Double round robin format for the regular season,
where teams will play each other twice, once at
home and once away, for a total of 10 games.

The regular season will begin in early May and end
in early July. Playoffs will begin in mid July and
the final will be played on the last weekend of
July at a neutral location.

The top teams from each conference will advance
to playoffs. Central v. South and North v. West.

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The conference alignment for the TXPL is built off of the heavily
populated metro areas and branch outward, while also keeping the
furthest travel within 300 miles, relatively. The occasional
extended distance may be included to reach any regions of Texas
off the beaten path. This approach aims to tap into the large metro
areas, where the potential for multiple high level clubs can exist,
minimizing the need for extended travel and saving funding for
other aspects of the club.
